2. Approve Minutes Of Previous Meeting- Motion made by Alderman Babcock, seconded by 
Alderman Hudson to approve the minutes of the July 6, 2010 meeting as presented. Motion 
carried unanimously.  

 
3. Consider Original Operator License Applications- Motion made by Alderman Babcock, 

seconded by Alderman Hudson to recommend approval of Original Operator Licenses for 
Lisa Casper, Teresa Wallenkamp-DePas, Kelly Ciriacks, Kristin Roddy, Mary Morano and 
Kelly Frievalt.

8. Preparation Of 2011 City Budgets- Mark Grams reported that work will begin shortly on 
preparation of the 2011 City budgets.  State levy limits are still in place at 3%.  To remain 
eligible for the State Expenditure Restraint program, expenditures cannot be increased by 
more than 3%.  The goal will be to keep expenditures at an increase of no more than 2% to 
keep any tax rate increases to a minimum.  Continuation of the Shared Ride Taxi program 
must be determined very soon also.
